Membership Overview

American-Chinese CEO Society (“ACCS”) is a non-political, non-religious, and non-profit organization. Its purpose is to build a platform between U.S and China, to improve sharing of information among members, and to promote trade and friendship between U.S and China. We achieve our goals by collaboration and sharing of information, knowledge and experience between our members both in China and US. 

Any person as defined in Section 5065 of the California Corporation Law, which shall include any natural person, corporation and any other forms of entities, shall be admitted to membership subject to the restrictions set forth by the Board of Directors of ACCS (hereinafter “Board of Directors”) herein and the approval of the Membership Committee appointed by the Board of Directors of an application submitted by such person in such form and in such manner as prescribed by the Board of Directors.

Classification of Members

ACCS shall have the following classes of members as follows: Corporate Platinum Member, Corporate Gold Member, Silver Member and Bronze Member as defined below.  A person as defined in Section 5065 of the Corporation Code shall not hold more than one membership. 
Corporate Platinum Member: A Corporate Platinum Member shall be any entity, which has been in existence for over two (2) years.  Each Corporate Platinum Member shall be entitled to appoint three representatives to appear at any meetings of ACCS and shall be entitled to one vote on each matter submitted to a vote of the members.  The annual membership fee to be paid by each Corporate Platinum Member is US$600. 
Corporate Gold Member: A Corporate Gold Member shall be any entity, which has been in existence for over two (2) years.  Each Corporate Gold Member shall be entitled to appoint two (2) representatives to appear at any meetings of ACCS and shall be entitled to one vote on each matter submitted to a vote of the members.  The annual membership fee to be paid by each Corporate Gold Member is US$300. 

Silver Member: A Silver Member shall be any entity which has been in business for two (2) years or an individual person who is a CEO, senior executive, managing partner, principal or owner of any business entity.  Each Silver Member shall be entitled to one vote on each matter submitted to a vote of the members.  The annual membership fee to be paid by each Silver Member is US$200.    
Bronze Member: A Bronze Member shall be any entity or individual person, who is not otherwise eligible to be a Silver Member of ACCS but who, in the opinion of the Board of Directors, will provide benefits to ACCS warranting the approval as an Associate Member.  The Bronze Member shall not be entitled to vote on any matter submitted to a vote of the members.  The annual membership fee to be paid by each Bronze Member is US$100.

Membership Rule

· Agree with the purpose of ACCS, abide by the By-Laws of ACCS, and maintain the solidarity of ACCS. 

· Pay the membership fee when due and participate the activities of ACCS according to members’ own choice or need.

· Trust and respect each other. Promote friendship, solidarity and work for the common goal of ACCS. 

Any member who does not follow the Membership Rule as above can be terminated following the recommendation by the Membership Committee and approved by the President of ACCS.
